This is describing a simple but functional and practical to build bluebird house.  For assembly You can use a #6 1 5/8 in screw or use nails or if you have a finish nail gun, or staple gun you can use this.  If you use screws, I recommend that you pre-drill to avoid splitting the wood.  ( I prefer the screws)
Material needed:  With a 10’ board you should easily be able to make 2 houses. 
1. Back 

a. One 1x6x14 in long board

i. Drill a 1/8” hole at the top and bottom for mounting purposes.

2. Sides

a. Two 1x6x9 in long board

i. Drill a 1/8” hole on one side of each board about 2” from the top and 3/8” from the side.  This will be used for screws to hold the front panel in place and allow it to pivot open from the bottom for cleaning.

3. Top

a. One 1x6x7 in long board

4. bottom

a. One 1x4x4 ¾ in long board

5. Front

a. One 1x3 7/8 x 8 ½ in long board

i. Drill a 1 ½ in hole about 2 in from the top

ii. Drill a 1/8 in hole at the bottom centered 3/8 from bottom.  This will be used for a screw to hold the front panel closed and remove it to clean out house.


Your 6” board will actually measure 5 ½ in wide.  That is just the way board measurements are.
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
